LESSON PLAN


ANNOUNCEMENTS (Day 1 of this week)
· This is the second week of Lab 1 PCR and first official week 1 of “30 Days” if your DRAFT1 has an approved 30Days project you should begin. May try again DRAFT2.
· NOTE: (i) Once you complete a full PCR experiment manually your group may henceforth use the thermocycler machines. (ii) your group must succeed in the cookbook PCR Lab 1 before being permitting to move forward (even if it takes many many tries), (iii) A well organized group that completes their full project early this semester will not be required to attend lab any longer.
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Random PBAs & Notebook checks will begin (tend to have these at end of lab).
· Status of your gels. Old agarose gels may be fragile and less clear after 48hrs.
· Pipetting tips e.g. place tip of pipet against wall or into liquid then squirt in (don’t shoot through the air and hope it worked). Pipet in and out to mix.
· Make sure you are “good to go” with primers before ordering. Talk to a TA/GA if you need help! You should consider ordering your published Control primers next week.
